Winter is Moving Backwards//:

The Incarnation of Jesus Christ, his coming to earth in the form of a man, represents the final stage of God’s Kingdom come.  This final stage comes in three waves: inauguration, continuation and consummation!  This week we have traced the epic, biblical storyline from creation, the fall and God’s redeeming work in the calling of Israel to be a light to the nations.  The law exposes Israel’s sinfulness and God prepares for the right time that Messiah, Jesus, would come to be the once-for-all sacrifice for sin – even the sin of the whole world.  In this way, Jesus’ Incarnation represents the beginning part of the final stage of God’s Kingdom come. 

Read//: 

Mark 1.9-15
Galatians 3.13-14; 4.4-7
2 Corinthians 5.17-21

Reflect//:

1. How do you think Jesus’ miracles of healing and deliverance demonstrate that the Kingdom of God has come?  Do these miracles reverse (at least temporarily) the effects of the Fall?  If so, how?   
2. How have you seen the presence of Christ in your own life, changing you and reversing the impact of sin?  Describe.
3. Read sections 5 & 6 of “Our World Belongs to God” (Preamble).  What part strikes you the most in that section and why?  Explain.  

Respond//:


Jesus’ incarnation marks the dramatic turning point for a fallen world and humanity.  The dawn of salvation has arrived.  God’s Kingdom is present and with us in the ministry of Christ Jesus.  But the final chapter has yet to unfold.  Take a few moments to worship Jesus, thanking him for coming to redeem us!
