Genesis 12.1-0
Ephesians 1.3-6

Reflect//:

1. If you had been in Abraham’s shoes, how would you have reacted to God’s promise?  Do you think it was a challenge for Abraham to trust God’s promise, taking his entire family and following after God?  Describe.
2. What stands out the most from the passage in Ephesians 1.  According to the passage, when did God choose you?  Was it based on your actions, or God’s predestination?
3. Read section 4 of “Our World Belongs to God” (Preamble.)  What part strikes you the most in that section and why?  Explain.

Respond//:


In spite of the fallen Kingdom, God is relentless in his will to restore and repair, to once again see all of creation joyfully under his Kingdom reign.  As you close in prayer, read Psalm 97.  Spend a few moments in quiet worship.  Thank God for his faithfulness in the face of our failure!
