Reflect//:

1. Based on Genesis 3, how was God’s perfect Kingdom “spoilt”?  What was the judgment that Adam and Eve were given as a result of their rebellion?  How do you think it felt for Adam and Eve to move from the peace and rest of the Kingdom to judgment and being cast out?  
2. How have you seen the power of sin at work in the world around you?

3. After reading the passage in Romans, how does Paul compare the rebellion of Adam to the obedience of Christ?  Pick a verse from this passage that shows this comparison.
Respond//:


Today we explored how the perfect Kingdom was sabotaged through sin.  We have seen that the failure of Adam brought on fracture, pain, division, heartbreak and, even death as the penalty of sin.  In Romans, we have seen that Jesus, the “Last Adam” brings the “Repair” through his self-giving and death on the cross.  Take a few moments to pray and praise the Lord for his zealous love for us, even when we were bound in sin!
“God’s warning that Adam and Eve would die was no mere threat; it is carried out.  They are banished from the garden and a guard is placed to prevent them from returning to the tree of life (verse 24).  They continue to exist physically, but spiritually they are dead, cut off from God’s presence.  It is only a matter of time before their physical existence also ends.”
