Friendship Braid Station

Who is your closest friend and what makes you so close?  Is it that you are in the same classes together, on the same sports team, or that you share the same interests?  Two of the closest and most loyal friends in history were Jonathan and David.  Despite whatever sort of differences they had, they remained close because they based their friendship on commitment to God and they let nothing come between them.  Jonathan and David were able to recognize that they were not the only two people involved in their relationship.  There was an important third person…God!


In the same way, God is always an important part of your relationship with other Christians. Think of your relationships as a braid with three strings:

1. one representing you

2. one representing your friend, and

3. one representing the Lord


They can be woven together to make one piece that is tighter and stronger than the one individual string.  However, if only two of the strings are twisted together (the ones representing you and your friend) they can easily become unraveled and weak.  It is the third member (God) that makes the other two strong and able to remain together no matter what.

Think of who your closest friend is as you are braiding the three strings.  Ask that God would be an active member of your relationship and that you and your friend would remain loyal to Him over anything else.  Pray that He strengthen the relationship between you and your friend through your commitment to Him.
